Turn and Test for Daylight Saving Time

[image: ]On Sunday, March 13, households across the country will “spring forward” and turn their clocks ahead by one hour as daylight saving time begins. When the clocks TURN, the American Red Cross will again remind people across the country that it’s the perfect time to TEST their smoke alarms to ensure they’re working and help protect loved ones from home fires — the nation’s most frequent disaster.

Turn and Test provides a timely reminder to protect families against the threat of home fires, which are so dangerous that they claim more lives in a typical year than all natural disasters combined. But working smoke alarms can cut the risk of dying in a home fire by half. 

As a valued member of the Red Cross family, we want you — and those most important to your organization — to also be as safe as possible. The template communications below are designed to help you share a lifesaving message around daylight saving time by reminding your employees, customers and social followers to test their smoke alarms when they turn their clocks ahead and providing other easy steps people can take to prevent home fires. TURN Your Clocks Ahead & TEST Your Smoke Alarms 
When Daylight Saving Time Begins This Weekend

Every eight minutes, the American Red Cross responds to a disaster in the U.S. — the vast majority of which are home fires. And tragically, seven people die in home fires each day, most in homes that lack working smoke alarms. 

Most of us don’t realize we have just two minutes to escape a home fire. That’s why the Red Cross prepares families to act quickly through its Home Fire Campaign. Since launching the campaign in 2014, they’ve helped save at least 1,200 lives across the country by installing free smoke alarms and helping families create escape plans.

As a member of the Red Cross Annual Disaster Giving Program (ADGP)/Disaster Responder Program, COMPANY helps the organization prepare for and respond to disasters of all sizes, including home fires. [image: ]We’re proud to partner with the Red Cross to help make families and communities safer from home fires and other emergencies and want to make sure you too know how to protect yourself and your loved ones.

During a fire, early warning from a working smoke alarm plus a fire escape plan that has been practiced regularly can save lives. So, as you “spring forward” when daylight saving time begins on Sunday, March 13 and TURN your clocks ahead by one hour, it’s a perfect time to also TEST your smoke alarms and replace the batteries if needed. 

Follow these additional steps when you TURN and TEST:

· Replace smoke alarms that are 10 years or older. That’s because the sensor becomes less sensitive over time. Check the manufacturer’s date of your smoke alarms and follow the instructions.

· Install smoke alarms on every level of your home, including inside and outside bedrooms and sleeping areas.

· Practice your two-minute escape plan. Make sure everyone in your household can get out in less than two minutes — the amount of time you may have to escape a burning home before it’s too late. Include at least two ways to get out of every room and select a meeting spot at a safe distance away from your home, such as your neighbor’s home or landmark like a specific tree in your front yard, where everyone can meet.

· Teach children what a smoke alarm sounds like. Talk about fire safety and what to do in an emergency.
